Curriculum Highlights 

• In English, will be reading Wonder by R.J. Palacio, a powerful and thought-provoking 
novel that will inspire a range of writing activities. We will be creating balanced 
arguments and using these to help us write persuasive letters. We will also be exploring 
the characters within the story and using this understanding of the text to improve our 
own sections of the story.  

• Our first topic in Maths, will be number and place value giving us a good opportunity to 
ensure our core mathematical skills are solid. We can then use this to help us to further 
recall, practise and extend our addition, subtraction, multiplication and division skills.  

• In Science, we’ll be exploring classification of animals and plants, using a variety of 
systems to understand how living things are grouped and identified. Throughout this 
topic we will have opportunities to practically explore a range of ideas to test whether 
our core knowledge can be applied in practice.  

• Our Geography topic will be Population and Migration. We’ll investigate how populations 
change over time, the reasons behind these changes, and what influences where people 
choose to live.
